NRCA Community Meeting Notes

December 6, 2019

1. Call to Order

a. We are trying to “liven up” our meetings by providing beverages and snacks at the annual and quarterly meetings.

2. Introduction

a. Recognition of and thanks to board members retiring—Hummel, Kendra, and Brand—and continuing board members—Fried, Froehlich, Mercer, and Prell.
b. Recognition of JeanHee of Elim Tailoring, a local tailoring group, for their continued support. Elim Tailoring is at the intersection of 19th St. and N. Oak St (next to Subway sandwich shop).
3. External Matters

a. We have an NRCA representative on the Marriott Project SPRC. There is an upcoming SPRC meeting coming up on Monday, December 16 at 7:00pm at 2300 Wilson Blvd.
b. We additionally have Terri Prell on the AMES Center Project SPRC.
c. Mary-Ann Elliott provided an update on the proposed dog park. The County has agreed to kick off the project in early 2020. There will be a public meeting held by the county, BID, and R-Dogs in February 2020. 
4. Internal Matters

a. Tom Cook and Phil Shimmel were voted onto the NRCA board. Congratulations and welcome to them! There is still one seat available. 
5. Presentation from Tim Friemel and Michael Eastwood from Snell Properties to discuss the AMES Center

a. AMES Center is the building with the church and the gas station near the Metro. Plans are to take down the AI building and build two 30-story residential towers with approximately 788 units—all rentals. Snell has made an initial submission to the county and hopes to start public review (at the SPRC meetings) in January. Per Snell, this has all been designed in line with the goals of the Sector Plan.
b. Benefits to Rosslyn: creation of the 18th street corridor with direct access to the Metro entrance; significant additional green space and landscaping; removal of dark, hidden entrance to church; additional retail space.
c. Goal: start construction in mid-2021, with about a 4-year timeline for construction. Believe it will be done before the county starts removing the tunnel (estimated start time in 2025).
